THE CHURCH COVENANT

2. John Piper — Intensification of prayer

“That’s what I think fasting is at heart. It’s an intensification of prayer.
It’s a physical explanation point at the end of the sentence, “We hunger
for you to come in power.” It’s a cry with your body, “I really mean it,
Lord! This much, I hunger for you.”

3. Jentezen Franklin — A duty of the Christian
“Three duties of every Christian are giving, praying, and fasting.”

4. Wesley Duewel — Fast to give yourself to prayer and meditation.

“Fasting in the Biblical sense is choosing not to partake of food be-
cause your spiritual hunger is so deep, your determination in interces-
sion so intense, or your spiritual warfare so demanding that you have
temporarily set aside even fleshly needs to give yourself to prayer and
meditation.”

5. Gary Rohrmayer — Feed on the Word of God

“Fasting is more about replacing than it is about abstaining — replacing
normal activities with focused times of prayer and feeding on the Word
of God.”

6. D.L. Moody — Fast before God lays it on your heart.

“If you say ‘I will fast when God lays it on my heart, you never will.
You are too cold and indifferent to take the yoke upon you.”

7. Fulton J. Sheen — Fasting detaches you. Prayer reattaches you.

“Fasting detaches you from this world. Prayer reattaches you to the
next world.”

8. Jeffrey R. Holland — Fast with purpose and devotion.

“Prayijrnestly and fast with purpose and devotion. Some difficulties,
like devils, do not come out save by fasting and by prayer. Ask in right-
eoUshess and you shall receive. Knock with conviction and it shall be
opened unto you.”
